We are proud of our pupils and what they learn and achieve. I feel our successes are partly due to our aim of providing 

a lively and friendly atmosphere where learning can flourish.

Our headline results have increased year on year. In 2011, 55% of pupils attained 5 or more A* to C including English &

opportunities as possible to develop their talents. Our staff give additional time to provide a wide range of academic 

and extra curricular activities to encourage involvement and skill development.
