On Wednesday 29' February the whole of Year 9 will be going to Event City in Manchester for an
event called Skills North West. The aim of the day is to help students in their decisions about their
‘options’ for next year.

Students will have the opportunity to have a look at lots of different careers and see how their decisions
at the end of Key Stage 3 can help them achieve their ambitions. The event includes over 50 companies
exhibiting a range of advice clinics and exciting demonstrations.

However, we are trying to encourage students to use electronic methods as this will allow them to make
subsequent adjustments to their choices easily.
